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Foreword

The Ministry of Education and Training (MoET) is committed to ensuring that every child in Vanuatu
continues to access quality education — even in the midst of emergencies and disasters. Our schools are
often the first to be impacted by cyclones, earthquakes, droughts, floods, and other hazards, but they
must also be among the first to recover.

This Provincial-Level Education Contingency Plan is a practical guide to help Provincial Education Offices
coordinate timely and inclusive preparedness, response, and early recovery actions. It is part of MoET’s
integrated three-tiered contingency planning approach — aligned with both national and school-level
plans — to strengthen our sector’s resilience at all levels.

The plan outlines clear roles, responsibilities, and procedures for provincial-level actors, ensuring
alignment with national coordination structures and the Disaster Risk Reduction and Education in
Emergencies (DRR & EiE) Policy 2024—-2030. It also reinforces the implementation of the School-Based
Disaster Risk Reduction (SBDRR) Handbook by embedding school-level preparedness and monitoring
into broader provincial education actions.

This document is the result of collaborative work among education officers, partners, and community
members across the country. By using this plan, provincial teams will be better equipped to protect
lives, maintain learning continuity, and strengthen education systems in the face of increasing disaster
risks.

| encourage all Provincial Education Officers and their teams to take ownership of this plan, integrate it
into their regular planning and coordination mechanisms, and work closely with schools and
communities to ensure its full implementation.

1. Purpose and Scope

This package serves as a practical, action-oriented tool for Provincial Education Offices to
coordinate preparedness, response, and early recovery in the education sector. It is directly
linked to the national and school-level contingency plans, ensuring coherence and clarity
across all levels of the system (three-tiered approach). It is also aligned with the national
Disaster Risk Reduction and Education in Emergencies (DRR & EiE) Policy 2024-2030.

This plan is aligned with the School-Based Disaster Risk Reduction (SBDRR) Handbook
for Vanuatu and supports the implementation and monitoring of SBDRR practices across
schools. The provincial level plays a key role in ensuring that school-based risk assessments,
School Disaster Management Committee (SDMC) activation, and inclusive preparedness
measures are integrated into broader coordination efforts.

2. Provincial Risk Snapshot

Vanuatu is exposed to multiple high-frequency hazards, which frequently impact the
education sector— affecting infrastructure, learning continuity, and students’ mental health
and well-being. A contextualized understanding of these risks is essential for effective
preparedness and response planning at the provincial level. The most recurrent and
damaging hazards include:

e Cyclones (Nov-Apr and out-of-season): Increasing in intensity; associated with strong
winds, flooding, and school infrastructure damage.



e Earthquakes (year-round): High seismic activity zone; potential for structural collapse
and displacement.

e Volcanic eruptions (localized but high risk in some provinces): May lead to mass
displacement and school closures.

e Droughts (May-0Oct): Prolonged water scarcity impacting hygiene, school feeding, and
attendance.

e Floods and landslides: Triggered by heavy rainfall, especially in cyclone season; damage
to school access roads and buildings.

e Fires (dry season or related to infrastructure): Risk of destruction of school assets and
records.

e Tsunamis (triggered by seismic activity): Sudden onset risk for coastal schools, requiring
evacuation readiness.

e Public Health Emergencies (e.g. COVID-19): Can cause widespread school closures,
disrupt learning continuity, and require health-related adaptations.

Each province faces specific hazard risks. PEOs must collect and review School risk
assessment tools (Appendix 1, SBDRR Handbook), extract key concerns—particularly
climate-related stress factors such as school-level WASH and heat stress—and compile a
synthesis report. This consolidated report must be submitted to MoET via Open VEMIS by the
end of December for planning and analysis (see calendar on p.14-15 of this Plan).

3. Roles, Coordination Mechanisms and Activation Protocols

In the case of a major event (worst-case scenario), a State of Emergency may be declared by
the President of the Republic, based on a recommendation from the National Disaster
Committee. In such a case, the National Emergency Operations Centre (NEOC), managed
by NDMO, leads the overall coordination of the disaster response.

For severe disasters (likely scenario), the response may be activated without a formal State
of Emergency and coordinated at the provincial level through the Provincial Emergency
Operations Centre (PEOC), with support from the NEOC.

In all cases, recovery coordination falls under the responsibility of the Prime Minister’s
Office (PMO), which works in close collaboration with NDMO and relevant line ministries to
oversee long-term recovery planning and implementation.
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The Provincial Emergency Operations Centre (PEOC) is activated under the leadership of
the Provincial Disaster and Climate Change Committee (PDCCC). The Provincial
Education Officer (PEO) plays a key role in coordinating education sector actions and
liaising with the national level. The PEOC ensures provincial implementation of directives
from the National Emergency Operations Centre (NEOC) and facilitates coordination with
sectoral partners at the local level.

The NEOC is led by the National Controller and oversees national disaster response efforts,
while the Recovery Operation Centre (ROC) manages recovery coordination. The NEOC
operates through the Cluster system, which is co-led by line ministries and key partners such
as the Red Cross, UN agencies, NGOs, and CROP agencies. These Clusters serve as the
primary coordination mechanism for planning, information management, and resource
mobilization across priority sectors, linking national leadership with frontline operations and
partner engagement.

4, Structures & Roles

4.1 Education Emergency Operations Center (EEOC) structure

NEOC Controller
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Once activated in coordination with the NEOC Controller, the EEOC establishes its internal
structure. The Director General of Education appoints the Education Controller (and a
Deputy), who in turn designates the heads of the EEOC functional units.

An Education Liaison Officer (National EiE Coordinator, MoET or Cluster Co/Lead) is also
appointed to ensure operational coordination with the NEOC. This officer attends NEOC
coordination meetings and may be permanently stationed at the NEOC if requested by the
NEOC Controller.

4.2 Key Roles for the Education Sector

National Emergency Operation National authority for emergency coordination,

center (NEOC) managed by NDMO. The NEOC is activated under
the authority of the National Controller and leads
the national response, coordinating with clusters
and provincial/municipal EOCs.

National EiE Coordinator, MOET  Disseminates early warnings, triggers preparedness

Assessments in coordination with the NEOC and
Education Cluster.

Director General, MOET Authorizes the education sector's emergency
response and oversees the mobilization of the
Education Cluster and the Education Emergency
Operations Centre (EEOC), which are activated
upon instruction from the National Controller.

Leads school preparedness and response efforts,
ensures the SDMC is active, and coordinates with
teachers, the community, and the Provincial
Education Office.

School Disaster Management
Committee (SDMC)

Leads school disaster preparedness and response;
updates and approves the SDMP; organizes drills
with the support of class teachers; and engages the
community and students in risk reduction
activities, including local fundraising to support
implementation.

SDMC Leader (Key focal points
for school-level response)

Reports to School Principals who report to PEOs.

School Committee

Supports the SDMC and school leadership by
mobilizing community involvement and assisting
with preparedness and emergency response
actions.

Partners

Support MoET and schools with training, resources,
and technical assistance for disaster preparedness,
response, and recovery.

The diagram below offers a simplified representation of the education sector’s internal
coordination flow during emergencies. It is only designed to help visualize how
communication, command, and responsibilities are distributed across MoET structures —



from the national level (NEOC, DG, and Education Liaison Officer) to provincial and school
level implementation through PEOS, with key roles for the Education Cluster and EEOC.

5. Disaster and Emergency Provincial Level Responsibilities

All appendices referenced in this Plan are drawn from the SBDRR Handbook for Vanuatu.
All reporting and submissions to MoET must be done via Open VEMIS or through other
identified reporting mechanisms.

All education response activities at provincial level must be coordinated through the
Provincial Emergency Operations Centre (PEOC), which serves as the central hub for
decision-making, reporting, and communication with the National Emergency Operations
Centre (NEOC) and MoET.

In parallel, the MoET-led education response is supported by the Education Cluster and its
operational partners. During the emergency phase, key activities from the Cluster
Response Plan may be activated depending on the scale of impact and available resources.
All response actions prioritize inclusion, with specific attention to gender, disability, minority
and vulnerable groups, ensuring that the needs of the most at-risk children and communities

are addressed. These include:

e Initial response overview, including estimated costs
e Rapid needs assessments and technical surge deployment
e Distribution of learning and recreational kits (e.g. School-in-a-Box, Back-to-School

bags, ECD/Recreation Kits)

e Provision of temporary learning spaces and infrastructure support
e Psychosocial support for children and teachers
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Emergency food or dignity kits in affected areas (as needed)

Teacher and community training on inclusive response and safe school reopening

Definition of priority activities, target population, People in Need (PiN), and budget
requirements based on assessed impact and needs, ensuring inclusion of gender,

disability, minority groups, and other vulnerable populations

All activities align with MoET protocols and are coordinated through the EEOC. Implementing
partners work with PEOs and schools to ensure equitable and timely delivery.

Recovery actions begin once the State of Emergency is lifted, in accordance with the
Disaster Recovery and Resilience Act 2024. PEOs will support MoET and the National
Recovery Committee by coordinating recovery activities locally, engaging with Recovery
Managers and sector partners, and contributing to national reporting. Actions below reflect

provincial priorities and align with cross-sectoral efforts in Protection, WASH, and Climate

Change.
