The exam will last two hours.

You will also have 10 minutes reading time in which
to read through the paper so that you understand
what you have to do.

You will have to write your Examination Centre and
Candidate Number in the boxes on the front page of
the answer booklet. o

The instructions for the exam are on the front page
of the question booklet. You should read these
instructions carefully before you start.

All of your answers must be written in the answer
booklet. -

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Here is some advice about answering multiple choice questions:

Read the instructions at the top of Page 1 of the answer
booklet. Do what they say.

Start working immediately you are asked to. You must work
quickly but carefully. You have 2C minutes to answer 20

multiple choice questions.

" Read the question stem very carefully. Then read all of

the possible answers very carefully and think about how
they connect with the stem. Only then should you circle
the answer on the grid.

Answer all of the questions. Your total score will be
less than it could be if you don’t answer some questions.

You will find that you know the answer to some questions
immediately. With others you will find you have to think
a little, or even a lot, before answering. Some people
find it best to work through the section answering all
the questions they find very easy. They then go over the
questions again, spending more time on those questlons
they have to think more about. .

Some multiple choice questions have ai dlagram, ékmaﬁ or
picture. Always look at this carefully before answering
the question. .

If you do not know the right answer you may have to
decide which possible choices cannot be right. If you
still don’'t know, guess. Never leave unanswered.

There 1is only one correct answer for each question.
Sometimes you may think that there is more than one.
However, if you circle more than one answer you will not
get any marks, even if one of your answers is correct.

If you change an answer, it 1s very important that you
cross out your first answer. The answer you wish to count
must be obvious to the person marking your paper. Put a
cross through the incorrect answer and then circle the
correct answer.

Don’t try to identify a pattern of answers for the.
questions. eg. Two "A’s" must be followed by a "D" and
then a "C".

There is no pattern.
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SHORT ANSWER QUESTIONS

Short answer questions usually have a number of sections, all
about one topic. They normally start with a map, diagram,
photograph, graph, guotation or cartoon. You should therefore
practise reading and interpreting these sources. This can best
be done by attempting questions from past papers.

Each short answer question takes up one page in the question
booklet. You will also have one page in the answer booklet on
which to write your answers. An example is shown below.

Here is some advice about answering short answer questions:

1. Read each question very carefully so that you give
the answer required. Many students lose marks
because they have not read the guestion carefully
enough. You have 10 minutes to gain 10 marks for
each of the short answer questions.

2. Each question has a number of sections. Make sure

you answer every section. You will lose marks if
you don’t answer all of the questions.
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Don‘t waste time writing a few sentences when only
a few words are required. However, if a question
does require a few sentences, make. sure that you
write in sufficient detail.

Check the marks for each question. The possible
marks are shown -in brackets on the right hand side

~ of the paper. eg. (2 marks). The space to write in

and the marks are good indications of how detailed
an answer is required. A question offering only one
mark can probably be answered in one word or one
sentence. However, a question offering three marks
requires you to write a few sentences, making three
clear points.

Question b) in the example on page 20 requires
only a one sentence answer.

Question e) in the example on page 20 requires a
more detailed answer. For this question, your answer
must include two clear points if you are to get

full marks.

Short answer questions often contain words such as
"describe", "explain", "state", "suggest", .
"jlilustrate", and "compare". These words tell you
what you must do in the answer. Make sure you
understand them.

"Describe" means say what the facts are about a
topic, or say what you can see in a map oOr diagram.

eg. From the map, describe two ways in which
the people of Lewadidi make their living.

"Explain" means you must show that you understand
the issues in the topic you are writing about.

eg. Explain why the Americans chose to develop
a town at Luganville.

"Tllustrate" suggests drawings but in fact always
means "give particular examples"”.

eg. Illustrate your answer with an example of
rural-urban migration.

"Compare" means you must write a description of the
differences and similarities between two things.

eg. Compare the villages in Map 1 and Map 2.
"State" means you must name something.
eg. State the type of government in country A.
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ESSAY QUESTIONS

An essay is a piece of writing, in your own words, usually
about one or two pages long. In the exam you will be given two
essay questions. You must choose which essay you wish to do.
You must do one essay only. You have 40 minutes to gain 20
marks for your essay.

Once you have chosen which essay question you wish to do write
the essay title in the space in the answer booklet.

Once you have decided which essay to do there are 3 stages to
follow. These are:

1. Read the question very carefully
2. Make a quick plan
3. Write your essay

1. READ THE QUESTION CAREFULLY

Read the question carefully, at least twice.

Ask yourself, "What am I being asked to do?"

Underline the key words in the question.

Ask yourself, "How many parts are there to the guestion?

Example:

"Describe the changes in world population since
1945. (3 marks) Give reasons for the growth in world
population. (6 marks) What have been some of the
results of the growth in population? (6 marks) What
suggestions can you make to help solve some of the
problems caused by rapid population growth? (5
marks).

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THE DAY OF THE EXAM

If you have followed a revision programme and had some
practice with multiple choice, short answer and essay
questions you will be well prepared for your Social Science
exam. Here is some advice for the day of the exam:

1. Try to relax. Nervousness before an exam is natural,
' so don’t be worried by it. Once the exam starts you
will feel less nervous.

2. ' If a friend says he or she has revised a particular
~ topic and you have not, don’t worry. Trying to
learn something at the very last minute will only
confuse you and probably make you forget more
important things.

3. Once in the exam room start as soon as you are told
to. You will have 10 minutes reading time, in which
you can look through the paper. Start answering the
questions as soon as you can.

4. The instructions on the front page of the exam paper
advise you to spend 20 minutes on the multiple
choice section. Try not to go over this. You have 60
minutes for 6 short answer questions. Try not to
spend more than 10 minutes on each. You have 40
minutes to write one essay. Try not to spend more
time than this.

5. When answering the paper keep an eye on the time.
When you get to the end of the time for one section
or question, try to finish within a few minutes or
stop and go onto the next question. It is better to
have answered all the questions, even if your
answers are not all complete, than to answer only
some of them. If you do not have enough time to
finish your essay, write your main points in note
form rather than sentences.

6. Try to leave a few minutes at the end of the exam.
Use this time to read over your work. Check your
answers and fill in any gaps you may have left.

7. Examiners have to mark many papers so please write
neatly. If you wish to cross something out do so
carefully and make it obvious to the examiner what
you wish your final answer to be.

You should always
remember to write your number on the front
of your answer booklet.

This is a piece of writing in your own
words, usually about one or two pages
long.

You should remember
to write the name of your school in the
box marked "Examination Centre" on the
cover of your answer booklet.

This a list of words and their meanings.
It is a very good idea to write a list of
important words in Social Science and make
sure you understand what they mean.

Timed Conditions

These are questions where YOu have to
choose the right answer from four possible
answers.

These are the Year 10 exam question
booklets, answer booklets and map sheets
from previous years. They are useful to
get practice at doing exam questions. The
mock exam is a past paper.

This is the booklet with all of the exam
guestions. It  has three sections -
multiple choice questions, short answer
questions and essay questions. You should
read through the question booklet before
you start.

This is found in multiple choice
questions. It is usually a question or an
unfinished sentence. You have to chose the
correct answer to match with the question
stem.

This means to read over and check your
revision notes to check how much you know
and understand of each Social Science
topic.

This is the way of working to prepare
yourself for an exam. It involves making
notes, testing yourself and having
practice of working under timed
conditions.

This is where you test yourself about how
much you understand. You can also work
with someone else to check each other’s
knowledge and understanding.

These are questions where you are given a
map, a table, a graph or a picture. You
have to answer a number of questions, in a
few words or a few sentences only.

This is a way or revising to check what
you know and what you can do. It is
explained in detail on pages 13 and 14.

This means where you have to answer
questions in a certain time limit. For
example, you have 10 minutes to answer
each short answer question.
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
