VANUATU GUIDELINES FOR GENEROUS DONATIONS

Vanuatu is a developing nation and will be in need for assistance from bilateral, multilateral and other aid in kind organizations.
Therefore, the guidelines below provide steps in which assistance to Vanuatu do not create addition burden on human and other
resources that are already stretched.

We are humbly grateful for your assistance to assist the Ministry of Education and schools. To avoid long queues and other lengthy
procedures, we advise that you donate funds that we will use to assist schools who are in need. Vanuatu consists of 83 inhabited
islands in the archipelago and to get goods to the islands is a costly exercise. So when you plan to donate goods, think and plan how
the goods will get from the entry point right to the landing site closest to the school in the islands. However, we respect
organizations who may adopt a particular school to assist through this cause. For trustworthiness and confidence, we advise and do
encourage that you work with existing NGOs who have long years of experience and may act as channel for your donation.

Please note that Vanuatu schools are French and English medium with pidgin English and vernacular for ECCE to class 3 levels.

So to facilitate our work and to ensure that very limited resources and times is committed at this end, the table below provides
some guidance.
